Chris Publow was welcomed back from his summer sojourn at his
luxurious compound lakeside in Michigan. He said he took his Tesla
and only had to manually drie it 2 to 3 percent of the time.

When he
moved here in 1963, he began attending Western High School (see today’s “Blast from the Past” below).
He was welcomed back to the club with a fine of $150. He reminded Pres. Rebecca that he has been a
member since July 1, 1982, making him one of the longest serving members of the club, all to no avail as
the fine remained.
